Job Requirements

Qualified candidates will have a strong interest in filmmaking and video production, excellent verbal and written communication skills, the ability to organize and execute detailed plans for large public events, and the ability to create publicity materials both in print form and on the web.  Strong technical skills with film video projection equipment are a plus. Creativity, initiative, detail orientation, flexibility, and team compatibility are essential.
Duties may include but are not limited to
· Organize and manage all logistical aspects of Adrenaline Film Project.  Duties include: 

· Updating and maintaining the Adrenaline website

· Creating and distributing application documents and forms

· Promoting Adrenaline to student and community film groups, statewide
· Receiving and tracking applications 
· Coordinate screening process

· Communicating with mentors as well as prospective and accepted teams

· Preparing team packages that include release forms, rules, and regulations 
· Preparing schedule for teams and mentors

· Organizing and managing screening and award ceremony logistics, including ballots, prizes, certificates, etc. 
· Recruit and manage student volunteers as needed for assistance during the weekend of the project
