The Virginia Film Festival (VFF) offers a marketing and promotions internship position for the fall semester to an undergraduate or graduate student currently enrolled at the University of Virginia.  The selected applicant will report both to the VFF’s Managing Director, Jenny Mays and the Festival’s Publicist.  
Job Requirements

Qualified candidates will possess excellent verbal and written communication skills, and the ability to organize and execute tasks in a fast-paced environment. Must be detail oriented, self-motivated, flexible, and be able to work in a team situation.  A strong interest in the fields of Arts Administration and marketing for arts events is necessary for an applicant for this position.
Duties may include but are not limited to
· Create and implement social media campaign using Facebook, Instagram, Twitter, etc. 
· Assist in student and community volunteer recruitment and training efforts

· Assist in maintaining the Festival’s website: upload photos, content, schedule, ticketing info, etc

· Assist in creating promotional materials such as flyers, handbills, banners, etc.  Duties may include writing copy, selecting images, designing layout, etc. 

· Work with Publicity intern to create and implement a targeted local community and student outreach campaign  

· Work with the Publicity Intern and VFF staff to ensure all marketing and promotional plans complement each other and do not overlap or compete

· Assist in collecting box office data and producing ticket sales and attendance reports 
· Assist in student and community volunteer recruitment and training efforts

· Work with the Publicity intern to maintain VFF publicity archive for film festival 

· Work with Publicity Intern on email newsletter efforts

The VFF is a dynamic, fun work environment with offices on West Main Street. This internship is ideal for someone desiring experience with a non-profit arts organization or public service. Commerce School and business-related majors are also encouraged to apply.

Please answer the following two questions and submit it with your application: 

1- Using the fictitious scenario below, write three social media posts announcing this event (one for Twitter, one for Facebook, and one for Instagram) 
The Virginia Film Festival has just announced Quentin Tarantino as a special guest. Tarantino will be presenting his Oscar-winning hit Pulp Fiction in a special event at the Paramount Theater on Saturday, November 7 at 7:00 p.m.. He will give a brief introduction to the film then be interviewed at its conclusion by noted film critic David Edelstein. The release should include a quote from VFF Director Jody Kielbasa and a brief biographical paragraph on Tarantino and his career. 

2- Choose one film from the 2014 VFF program and identify 3-5 local business, non-profits, or community organizations that you could target to promote each film.  Tell us briefly why you chose each.  
Please write a 200 word newsletter story promoting the fact that tickets for the upcoming 28th Annual Virginia Film Festival will go on sale on October 2.

· Tickets will be available for individual films as well as five-film passes
